Server Recommendations®
Apache web server on Linux with PHP5, memory limit >= 24 MB, and MySQL 5.0 or higher.

*While you may be able to successfully use Drupal and Ubercart that do not meet these
recommendations, you may run into individual module compatibility issues (particularly if using
older versions of PHP or MySQL).

Warning: Migrating from or replacing Drupal e-commerce.

Installing Ubercart on a site on which you have previously installed the old Drupal e-commerce
package will result in problems due to the package's incomplete installation features. You can
perform a manually uninstallation if you must, but you are advised to start from a clean slate.
